Judgmental attitudes  

Mt. 7:1-5 

There is an atmosphere of adverse judgment and opinion formed beforehand by some without knowledge or examina-
tion of the facts. An irrational suspicion or hatred of a particular person, group, race or religion.” Predjudisim in any 
capacity has the potential to cause a great deal of damage emotionally and spiritually while weakening what  
is being cultivated in your midst.  Clear the atmosphere of any predjudisim through prayer and the anointing that 
breaks every yoke. Matt.7 1-3 Judge not, that you be not judged. For with what judgment you judge, you will be 
judged; and with the measure you use, it will be measured back to you. Love one another fervently even as I have 
loved you.  
 
Satan does not care if you attend church as long as you remain stagnant in an atmosphere of a spiritually confined 
space, having no flow and often having an unpleasant odor as a consequence. Pray for change.
